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The river that inspired the Clean Water 
Act was not Ohio’s Cuyahoga River, 
which caught fire in 1969, but Maine’s 
own Androscoggin River, near where 
Senator Edmund Muskie grew up. 
 
Senator Edmund Muskie managed to 
win passage of ten major environmental 
laws in his Senate career, including the 
Clean Air Act. 
 
President Richard Nixon vetoed the 
Clean Water Act, even though it had 
passed unanimously in the Senate and had 
only 11 dissenting votes in the House. 
Ironically, President Nixon is remembered 
for the many environmental laws passed 
during his tenure. 

A former WATERKEEPER®, Terry Tamminen did all 
of California Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger’s 
heavy lifting on environmental issues.  Widely 
known as the man who “greened” Schwarzenegger, 
he now advises governors and prime ministers all 
over the world on how to combat climate change.
